January 22, 2007

· WIRELESS TRAINING SYSTEM – Kevin reported that Colorado Timing will be contacting VBSL shortly to coordinate a demonstration of their new wireless timing system, which has 3 transmitters per lane, downloads directly to computer/team manager and costs approximately $3,500.00.  Everyone will be informed on the details of this demonstration when it is set.  The league will then make a determination if this system can be used within VBSL.
· DIVISIONAL MEETS – Rex Lacy will coordinate timing systems for each divisional meet.
· TEAM REPS – John Squires requested that Team Rep information be forwarded to him or to Kevin.  John and Kevin’s emails can be found on the league website.

· RULE CHANGES – Greenbrier requested that the “5 lane / 5th lane” rule be clarified for relay seated in 5 land pools.  Caroline Farms requested that the level/qualification of officials at Divisional meets be reviewed.
· BUDGET – John/Dan reviewed the 2007 budget.  Fees will not be changed for this year.  The current plan is to have a surplus fund in the budget that equals the largest expense item, which are ribbons.  This budget will be discussed and voted upon at the February 2007 meeting.

· ALL STARS – John requested that any team interested in hosting All Stars submit a brief plan to John as it will be voted upon at the February meeting.  Little Neck is willing to host All Stars again.
