MEETING MINUTES

March 26, 2007

Meeting called to order at 6:40 p.m.  
Role was taken and the following teams were in attendance:  ALN, BB, CGYC, CGC, CHF, CB, CPAC, GSQ, GB, GR, GCC, IL, LRK, LN,  NYCC, OCN, PM, PACC, RW, SW, VBTCC

Minutes:  The February 26, 2007 minutes were approved

Treasurer’s Report:  Checkbook balance is $14,824.
Old Business:  
· A demonstration of the Colorado wireless timing system was held.
· Proposed Rule Changes - Greenbrier requested the Rule Committee clarify the Lane 5/5th Lane wording for 5 lane pools;  Motion was made to accept the rule as submitted by rules committee, motion passed.  Rule change is as follows:
Revise 5.X.I. as follows:
“All heats will have the potential to score. The number of heats that are swum for any individual or relay event beyond (2) two individual heats and (1) relay heat  will be determined by mutual agreement of the Team representatives of both teams prior to the start of the meet. Ribbons will be awarded for places 1-12.  Participant ribbons may be awarded for all other places.  The last heat will be the fastest and the Meet Manager software will be configured to seed in this manner as outlined in the Meet Manager procedures guide provided by the VBSL.  Coaches shall enter their fastest swimmers accordingly in this heat.  If only one heat is required in the event then it will be listed as heat (1) one.  Heats within an event may be combined with the consent of the referee and notification of the Clerk-of-Course.”
· Motion was made to add 2 paragraphs pertaining to rule change request submitted regarding breath holding techniques not be allowed as part of VBSL training/coaching, motion second and passed.  
Following 2 paragraphs will be added to the VBSL rule book:
”Section 8.
a.  The Coach(es) job is to train, instruct, and motivate their swimmers in a safe and responsible manner.  All coaches are required to comply with all Virginia Swimming/US Swimming Rules/guidelines for conducting safe practices.  These rules/guidelines can be found on the Virginia swimming or US Swimming Websites (www.virginiaswimming.org www.usaswimming.org). Coaches shall not use, recommend, or authorize any type of underwater oxygen deprivation exercise (such as lung busters) at any VBSL practice, or warm up.  No swimmer within the VBSL shall swim underwater any distance greater than 15 meters.  If the 15meter mark is not defined, coaches shall not allow swimmers to swim long distances underwater.   Team Representatives and VBSL officials shall ensure compliance of this rule by all coaches and athlete members assigned to their team.
b. Each Coach will on occasion have to deal with swim parents on a variety of issues.  Each coach should conduct these interactions with parents in a professional manner.  Any controversial issues should be addressed to the team representative, who should take over and resolve the issue with parents.”
· Make sure you are on VBSL email list.  Give Kevin your information if you are unable to accomplish this online.
· Discussion was held on the grievance filed by TBL.  Copies of draft letter were handed out to each team. Motion was made to send the draft letter, motion passed with 1 opposed (OCN).  Note: Letter was revised and sent to subject person via email.  
New Business:  

· All dues are due ASAP.

· Ribbons must be picked up today by a Team Rep or other designated person.  
· All Star ads are not submitted by the deadline that they will not be added to the All Star Program.  You must get it in on time
· Submit dues and insurance certificates to Dan Sykes, 4305 Delray Drive, Virginia Beach, VA 23455.  Dues should be submitted by March 1, 2007 and are needed to pay the ribbon bill.
