2010 Proposed rule changes.

1)  A rule change was requested at the September meeting to clarify what will count as a meet for teams in a division with only 5 teams. 
Section 5.II.D   SWIMMER ELIGIBILITY AND LIMITATIONS
Current Wording:

D.
All VBSL swimmers must participate in a majority of regularly scheduled dual meets to be eligible for Divisional and/or All-Star Championship meets.  Swimmers participating in VBSL meets, during the course of the race, are encouraged to wear attire (i.e. suits, caps) which displays only their VBSL club affiliation. Coaches, during VBSL competition, are encouraged to wear attire only displaying their VBSL club affiliation.
Proposed Wording:
D.  All VBSL swimmers must participate in a majority of regularly scheduled dual meets to be eligible for Divisional and/or All-Star Championship meets.  If the swimmers division only has 5 teams they must swim in two (2) regular swim meets during the year. (Inter squad meets, time trials etc do not count towards the (2) meet requirements). Swimmers participating in VBSL meets, during the course of the race, are encouraged to wear attire (i.e. suits, caps) which displays only their VBSL club affiliation. Coaches, during VBSL competition, are encouraged to wear attire only displaying their VBSL club affiliation.
